The Unfailing Love of God

: We can’t see God but He has made

: Himself evident to us through the

: beauty of creation. We don’t think it’s
: beautiful because God has made the
: sky as bronze and the earth as iron

: to our eyes for a time. He did this so
: that He would reveal the beauty of
Himself to us in time. That time is

: today. God revealed Himself through
: a man that we all have heard —

i Jesus Christ. Although everyone has
i heard of Him not everyone knows

i Him. God is invisible but made

i Himself visible through Jesus Christ.
: Not one of us chose our bodies or

: our families, but God chose His body
: and His family. He chose a body that
i “had no form or majesty that would

: make us look at Him. He had nothing
i in His appearance that would make

i us desire Him”. He also chose a

i family from a small city with little

i wealth. Jesus Christ, having created
i everything we see and do not see,

: became a man with a job as a

: carpenter. Why did God come into

: the world? “the Son of Man did not

: come to be served but to serve, and

: to give His life as a ransom for many” :
: and “for God did not send His Son

: into the world to condemn the world,
: but that the world might be saved

: through Him” and “Christ Jesus

: came into the world to save sinners,
: of whom | am the worst”. Who is this
: “I”? The apostle Paul wrote that and
: he considered himself the worse of

: sinners. The
: and everyone born into this world by
: choice of human will. We die

: because of sin and who gave us this
: sentence? God did. In God’s right

: judgement, He gave us this sentence
: because one man, Adam, sinned one
: time. So we are all made sinners

: through this one man.
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However, at just the right time, God

: sent one other man, Jesus, into the

: world and through His one act of

: righteousness, many are made right

: with God. What was this one act of

: righteousness? Jesus died on the

: cross for the sin of the world. He had
: no sin but became sin to put to

: death sin in the body. He endured :
: the suffering of the cross because He :
: looked forward to us being made

: right with God. What did we do to

: deserve such kindness? “God

: demonstrates His own love for us in

: this while we were still sinners Christ
: died for us”. Since Christ loved us

: while we were sinners, we did

: nothing to deserve His kindness. He

: freely gave us undeserved love. He

: did this so that we would live for

: Him. ‘He Himself bore our sins in His
: body on the cross, so that we might

: die to sins and live for righteousness’
: How do we die to sins and live for

: righteousness? We consider our

: selves to be dead to sin since Christ
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: Likewise, the Truth is planted in you

: and God will make Him grow through
: watering. You will become the

: miracle of God. Continue in this

: Word which has the power to save

: you, striving to convict and assure

: yourself in the teachings of Christ

: which is by faith in the Word of grace :
: and truth. Hold firm to the Truth, Who :
: is Jesus Christ. There is one who is
: called the devil and his kingdom is
: this world; he will try to steal from

: you what God has freely given; he

: does this through unbelief and vain
: pleasures and wiles and beguiling.
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
